REVIEW PROPOSED NEXT FRIEND AUTHORIZED REPRESENTATIVE (B. P.) PER 12VAC35-115-146 B. 2 – 5

· Judy Padgett moved for the SWVTC LHRC to go into Closed Session pursuant to VA Code 2.2-3711.A (4) and (15) for the purpose of reviewing a proposed next friend authorized representative (B. P.) per 12VAC35-115-146 B. 2 - 5. Such review involves discussion and consideration of mental and medical records which are confidential and exempted from the Freedom of Information Act.

· Dona Blair, RN made a motion for the SWVTC LHRC finds that upon their review the proposed next friend Authorized Representative meets the criteria set forth in 12VAC35-115-146 B. 2 – 5 

· The proposed next friend AR personally appeared before the LHRC and agreed to accept the responsibilities of the AR and act in the best interest of the individual. Information was provided that significant spiritual and other support and assistance was provided to the individual and her parents (prior to their deaths), and that the individual’s mother submitted a signed and dated letter (4/30/10) witnessed by a health care provider to SWVTC making her personal request for the designation of the proposed next friend AR in the event of her incapacity or death.
